Approval of August 19, 2009 Minutes
Mr. Simmons made a motion to approve the August 19, 2009 Minutes.  Mr. Sheppard seconded the motion which carried unanimously.  
Update of the Program

Ralph Bussey is also stepping down from the SC Safe Home Advisory Board; we should receive a letter shortly.
SC Safe Home is still continuing to receive grant applications on a daily basis.  Alexis Burns is still with us and is helping staff with the administration of applications. 

 Ms. Roberson stated that earlier today she and Ms. Love attended and spoke at the IBHS facility groundbreaking event in Chester, SC.  The event was well organized and very well attended.  The event had a lot of media attention to include CNN coverage, headliner on local news, and in newspapers to include the Post & Courier.  Overall, the event was very successful.  SC Safe Home was recognized at the event.  

Tim Smith from Greenville News is working on an anniversary Hugo story and has contacted Ms. Love and Ms. Roberson for details regarding SC Safe Home.

Grant Application Review Subcommittee
Ms. Eaton stated that the Grant Review Subcommittee met via conference call on September 11, 2009.  The subcommittee discussed applications with “monthly policies” and wanted to bring up the issue with the entire board.
Mr. Simmons suggested having contractors submit along with the Reimbursement Request Form for Payment proof that the homeowner’s insurance on the home is still valid and current.   Those present agreed this was a good idea.

Mr. Simmons also noted that for application #815, this new change would replace the original award.  Grant #815 will only receive one $5000 grant award changing from opening protection to a roof covering.  

Mr. Simmons made a motion to approve all applications for approval except #883.  Mr. Sheppard seconded the motion which carried unanimously.  The motion carried and 39 grant applications were approved.
Contract Issues – Executive Session

Mr. Street made a motion, seconded by Mr. Sheppard and unanimously carried, that the Advisory Board move into executive session at 2:28.

A motion was made seconded and unanimously carried, that the Committee move out of executive session at 2:35.  No motions or decisions were passed while in executive session.

Mr. Simmons made a motion to approve the recommendations set forth by the Wind Inspector/Contractor Subcommittee to terminate the relationship with Coastal Homes and Sunrooms and Dale Gommer due to previous problems and documented performance of illegal work.  Mr. Streett seconded the motion which carried unanimously.  

Mr. Simmons made a motion to approve the recommendations set forth by the Wind Inspector/Contractor Subcommittee to terminate SC Safe Home participation with W.M. Simons II due to previously documented problems of fraudulently obtaining funds from client.  Mr. Sheppard seconded the motion which carried unanimously.  

Mr. Streett noted that it may be a good idea to have grant applicants submit two estimates with grant application when possible.

There being no further discussion, a motion was made and seconded to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 2:38 pm.   The next Advisory Board Meeting will be on October 21, 2009.
